Introduction and Course Description:  The purpose of this course is to provide opportunities to study concepts of Life, Earth/Space, and Physical sciences as integrated with the medical arts.  This course plus the Accelerated Honors seventh grade course will compact three years of middle school comprehensive science courses in two years. The goal of these Accelerated Science courses is to master all necessary middle school science content during two years, so that, students qualifying may be eligible to take high school level biology course as an eighth grade student at DCSoMA.  Students will have the opportunity to achieve all science benchmarks for grades 6-8 by the end of their seventh grade year. Since this is an accelerated course a high level of commitment is required to be successful.

Please allow time for me to grade and upload the work.  FOCUS dates and time stamps the late assignments. If the procedure changes, you will be informed through my website.

There are some assignments in the science classroom that cannot be made up.  That will be noted as an excused * in FOCUS.  
Make-up Work Procedure: 
Regular attendance in each forty-five day grading period is necessary for a student to be successful in school. Missing work may be completed for all absences, including suspension. Make-up work is permitted for each day of absence. Your child may earn up to full credit for work submitted within an acceptable time frame outlined within the D.C.P.S.
